Foreign Policy Wins Folio Awards for 

Editorial Excellence
 “What America Must Do” Wins Best Article;

Article on Modern-Day Slavery Takes Second Place; 

May/June Issue Wins Second Place for Best Full Issue 

FOREIGN POLICY won three awards at Folio magazine’s annual Eddie and Ozzie Awards. The magazine won gold in the Best Article category, and it received two second-place honors in Best Article and Best Full Issue categories for a News/Commentary/General Interest magazine. The awards, presented this week in Chicago by the leading magazine industry publication, recognize excellence in editorial content and design. 

This year’s competition drew more than 2,800 entries from all categories of magazines, making the awards the largest and most inclusive competition in the industry. Other finalists include BusinessWeek, Entertainment Weekly, Fortune, Newsweek, TIME, and Travel + Leisure.

FP’s winning article, “What America Must Do,” marked the start of the U.S. presidential election year with a special editorial package that asked 12 of the world’s leading thinkers to each suggest a policy or gesture that the next American president could do to improve America’s standing in the world.

FP’s May/June 2008 issue—whose cover story boldly described “The Israel Myth”— received silver honors in the Best Issue category, and its March/April 2008 article, “A World Enslaved,” beat out Fortune magazine to win silver in the Best Article category.

“We are delighted to have been once again honored by our peers with this award,” said FP Editor in Chief Moisés Naím. “It feels great to realize that our efforts are recognized by those who know what it takes to produce excellent editorial content.”  

This is the third time FP has won a Folio award, having received the prize for editorial excellence in 2001 and 2007. FP took home two Folio Awards at last year’s ceremony: A gold for Best Article, for “Who Wins in Iraq,” and a silver for Best Full Issue, for its September 11th fifth-anniversary issue. 

The honors are the latest in a series of awards for Foreign Policy. In May the magazine was nominated for the fifth consecutive time for the National Magazine Award for General Excellence, an award FP has won twice, in 2007 and 2003. 

“The bar keeps getting higher for FP, but the magazine continues to surpass all expectations,” said Jessica T. Mathews, president of the Carnegie Endowment for International Peace, which publishes FP. “We’re thrilled to share in the celebration with Foreign Policy for this extraordinary honor.”
